Obituary.
Samned A. HMarper, No. 2345

Brother Snmnel A, Huarper (No, 2310) died ut. his home in
Mudison, Wis,, March 19, of pneumonia, leaving o wife and
severnl children 10 mourn. hix death.

Snanunel Albert Harper was born at Hazel Green, Grant
Cowity, Wis,, Junvary 19, 1855, His parents were in very
maderate circamstances, and at a very early age Mr, Hup-
per hnd not. only to meet diffieulties alone, but with many
dependent upon him. He soon became interested in poli-
tes, und at the time of his death was one of the most widely
known und stanchest upholders of the Republican faith
in hix State. At the time he was Initiated into Hoo-Hoo
(November 17, 1894) he was editor and proprietor of the
Wisconsin Republican Ledger. The following excerpts nre

and Mr, Hurper's death hus robbed Wisconsin of one of the

brightest. jewels in her crown, Mr. Harper was 2 typical
product of the University, A farmer boy, with much
againse him, he attained an unusual degree of culture gnd
literary enthusiosm through bis own determination nnd
thivst, for the better things of life. 1le Is entitled to a place
in the history of the University when it shell be written,
No one man in Wisconsin hos done wore, and 10 uselfishly,
for its materinl prosperity and intellectitn] standing., The

“The charncter of Mr, Harper had a subtle charm dif.
cult to portray, It s felt, rather than understood, by those
who knew him intimately. One characteristic, however,
stoed ahave wll wlliers, und that wos his enthusinam. e
Impressed his friends as one who had heen dipped in the
fountain of eternal youth, and always kept the Treshness of
mind, the cagerness and boundless enthusinam of a_ boy,
together with the maturity and deliberntion of manhood.
