Below is a statement of the Death Fund to date. It

. will bo seen that only two claims have been paid In the

nearly.thirty days that have elapsed since the last Bulletin
was {ssued. As'a matter.of fact, however, one more death
has occurred. Brother Henry M. Bush (No. 14509), of
Portland, Ore., dled on November 26, but, as his Record
Card named his estate as beneficlary, payment of the
claim cannot be made until the administrator is appointed.

Of the two claims that are to be paid, it will be se2n
that, ono i that of Brother W. B. Judson (No. 624), one
of the hest known members of the Order, of whose death
& more oxtended notice appears elsewhere. Brother Jud-
son took much Interest in the Hoo-Hoo Death lmergency
Fund, writing to commend it as soon as the plan was an-
nounced. He wrote again only a few days before his death
expressing the bellef that this fund constitutes an ample
Justifieation of the perpetuation of Hoo-Hoo, and express-
ing the hope that “next year” more of the members would
become participants.

A heavy
percentage of responses to the “seccnd call” was from
those who had responded-to the “first call” Responses
to the “third call” are coming in now, but.the volume of
responses from those who did not glve heed to ‘the first
and second callg s not as large in proportion as it should
be. There are several thousand members who have not
remitted to the fund at all. Probably there are fow, if
any, of these who do not approve of the establishment of
the fund. The faflure to remit is due in many cases no
doubt to carclessness. It Is easy to procrastinate, to put
off from day to day the dolng of a good deed. Bvil deeds
are usually done without delay; unkind words are qulckly
spoken; il1 hews travels fast, The world Is not perfect,
but we are here to make it hetler. The feet of him who
brings relief should not bo laggard; the hand that holds
blessings should be prompt to reach.

As stated In the booklet, which explalns thoroughly the
workings of the plan, with olght or even slx thousand
particlpants the fund could prohably be maintained on two
calls cach twelve months. On this basis the fund would
not only magnificently exemplity the splirit of brotherly
love and charlty upon which it is primarlly founded, but
would prove the cheapest form of insurance any man could
buy.

If & man pays $4.00 per annum for death indemnily he
is paying at the rate of $16.00 per annum per $1,000 of
Insurance. If three calls per year are issued, the partlei-
pant s paying at the vate of $24 per annum per $1,000
for Insuranco. .

A man io the bloom of youth and the prime of health
can gel insuranco at a less cost than $24 per $1,000, but
hundreds of our members cannot, and many of them—
most frequently those whose dependents need it most—
cannot get life insurance at any prico. In this Death
Emergency Fund plan, no medical examination is re-
‘quired and no age limit 1s imposed. There is a sixty-day
limlt on mew subscribers; that is, a claim will not be
paid when  death occurs within sixty days after subserlp-

. tion Is'made, unless the death bo from-accident or unléss
- the decoased had -responded to provious calls for payment .

to the fund. The reason for thig limit-is obvious.

Now, it .may be that you do not meed-this insurance -

yourself, Porhaps you already have what you think 1s

necessary. - But tho point is that the plan cannot continue:

in operation unless the members cooperate in its: main-

tenance. . There are many that do need: it, even if you do

not.’ Now is a good tjme to reallze this. -

OBITUARY.
Anderson James Armsu-ong (No. 14226).
The death of Brother A. J. Armstrong, of Boise, Idaho,

occurred at his home early in November. He was born at

In 1906 Brother Judson retired from journalism after
a very siccessful career. He spent much time in travel,
but, deciding to locate and establlsh a home, he selected
Seattle, Wash., as his permanent location and became
largely Interested In real estate.

Brother Judson wag a success In thc journalistic world,
heing a man of extraordinary attalnments His frleuds
were in all parts of the continent and also in many for-
cgn lands, ard his (u-ath was a distinct shock to all.
