To
those of you that see these ads, we solicit your comments. Your
help is also asked to follow up on these ads. In other words, when
dealing with suppliers, customers, or other forest products people
from adjoining areas, ask them if they belong to Hoo-Hoo or if
they would help in establishing a club in their area. We find that
many forest products people know about Hoo-Hoo but have
never been asked to join. Incidentally, we all owe a debt of thanks
to our SEER OF THE HOUSE OF ANCIENTS, LeRoy Stanton
for his sponsoring of these ads. His support of this advertising
program shows his true dedication to Hoo-Hoo. Perhaps there are
other dedicated members in our ranks that would also like to
sponsor an ad. If so, let us hear from you.

In addition to running ads for ‘members, I've assigned 4
Jurisdictions to each of our two vice presidents and given them
the specific responsibility of increasing membership in their
respective Jurisdiction. Having served as your 2nd and 1st vice
president without specific duties, I feel these qualified people
should be utilized and put to work in a constructive manner.
Don't be alarmed if these VP's start riding your tail for members.
The spurs they wear have been given them by the Snark

Another method of increasing membership is more active
participation by Hoo-Hoo in trade association meetings. Again
we need your help on this. Advise Cliff or myself when and where
these meetings will be held so that efforts can be made to have
Hoo-Hoo speakers included in the program. In years past when
our membership was well above the 10,000 mark, concats were
held at these meetings and conventions. We know from
experience that the association officers are usually receptive to
including a Hoo-Hoo speaker in their program. In fact, after
meeting trade journalists from several associations, I find thay
all want Hoo-Hoo Club information to include in their
publication. Unfortunately, many of our clubs have not been
responsive to their request.

Since returning home from the
Toronto Convention I have found
myself on a very busy schedule.
Up to mid-December I had visited
eight clubs, thé first club being
the Black Bart Club No. 181 for a

Club No. 39 in Oakland, Calif.
This club had a few problems last
year, so this meeting was to
revitalize the club.

Along these same lines, trade publications will even devote
issues to promoting Hoo-Hoo. We owe our thanks to the Florida
Lumber and Building Materials Dealers Association for honoring
Hoo-Hoo in their November issue of theBlueprint’’ magazine.
Their front cover carried a picture of a Hoo-Hoo degree team and
was captioned ‘‘Salute to Hoo-Hoo"'. Tom Monahan and his staff
did a terrific job on this for us. Can you as a Hoo-Hoo member
and a trade association member get your organization to do the

same thing? You can if you try.

Membership can also be increased by reducing the number of
our 2nd and 3rd year dropouts. In other words, we're initiating
new members but not keeping enough of them. The issue contains
a short article entitled “How To Raise Kittens''. Look at the
suggestions as to what your club can do to retain these members.

Our second goal was for each Supreme IX to form one new club
in his Jurisdiction. This will be easy for him to do if he receives
the help and cooperation from members in his Jurisdiction. Many
of you have associates or friends in nearby cities that can help
him set up a club. Why not utilize these friends and give your
Supreme IX a hand in forming a new club. You'll derive a lot of
personal pleasure from knowing you helped form a new club.
Sharing the fraternalism of Hoo-Hoo with others in the forest
products industry is really what Hoo-Hoo is all about. As the old
cliche goes, ‘‘Let’s practice what we preach.”

Again, your help is needed in setting up a club in England. We
need the names of people to contact and we’ll do this as soon as
we hear from you. I'm certain that we have amongst our
members many lumberman doing business or having friends in
England that can provide us with a list of names for forming a

club.

Our third goal was to establish a Hoo-Hoo song. It's my

pleasure to report that the reception to this song was extremely
well received in Boston, Rochester and several other clubs I
recently visited. Lois Neilson ably assisted the Boston Club in
providing catchy verses to a Hoo-Hoo song sung to the tune of
“I've Been Working On The Railroad”. The Rochester and
Buffalo Clubs both added verses to it also. The Spokane Club is
working on theirs and I'm certain that the next Log & Tally will
have a page or two devoted to the Hoo-Hoo song and some of the
verses the clubs have added to it. Incidentally, our records
indicate that the author of the song is unknown but the eminent
Dee Essley first sang it in Kansas City inf 1949.

My thanks again to the many members that commented on my
first memo. Needless to say, it gave me great pleasure to have
people ask me questions about it indicating they at_least read the
Log & Tally. This is certainly a vote of confidence in our present
administration and is providing encouragement for all of us.
