6. Have a good program after social
hour and dinner. Does not have to be industry
connected. Video, speaker, etc. Not too long.

How many of us have been actively
working on the "Three R'." since the Oakland
Convention? I'm not talking about the three
H's learned in school, but rather the three R'.
so important to Hoo'Hoo--Recruitment, Re-
tention, and Reinstatement We all know of
them, but perhaps we haven't pursued their
implementation with much effort. As is the
case with salesmanship, we may know the

basics but more often than not, we could
always benefit from a refresher course. Each
year we try, but somehow we just cant seem
to obtain our goals for increased membership.

I mention recruitment first, because we
must have new members for growth. Stati.-
tics show that members of an organization
leave for the following reasons: Death - 1%;
Competitive reason. - 9%; Diasatisaction -
14%; and 68% due to indifference on the part
of some members not caring. According to
Gurdon, Hoe-Hoe concat.ed 483 new members
for the 89-90 year (excluding J-IV). During
the first quarter of this year. our new mem-
bers number 98. Projected to year-end. this
gives us 392 new members--nearly 100 shy of
last year. Frankly speaking, "That just wont
cut it."

We need an ACTIVE recruitment cam-
paign!!!

Such a campaign cannot be carried by
the executive beard, the Supreme Nine., the
Snark or even the individual club president..
Each member of Hoo'Hoo must actively work
towards building stronger clubs through in-
creased membership. So, how do we am-
plish this?

I would suggest that each dub appoint
an "active" membership committee. The
committee must have a plan which outlines
intermediate goals and objoetives. Perhaps.
survey ofthe current membership would be a
good starting point. Find out who they are
(retailer., wholesalers, franaportatice, manu-
facturer., etc.). Chance. are, most dubs lean
heavily on one ortwo segmentao(the indu.*zy
and are missing the opportunity to maass.
membership through ss.ociaticns with other
segmenta. After making the survey and din-
covering potential souress of new resseher-
ship, make a detailed "hit list" for new m-
ber..

With the prospect list inhand, arrange a
meeting which would have general appeaL
Locate adynamicspeaker(e.g., a.pertagess

or local prominent businessperson) to ad-
dress the group. Contact each prospective
member by personal invitation; include a brief
summary ofwho we are and what the evening
will entail. Follow up on this invitation with
a phone call.

On the meeting night, each prospective
member should have assigned to him a cur-
rent member who can introduce him to the

other members during the social portion of
the meeting. This time could also be used to
elaborato on Hoo-Hoo and the advantages of
membership. Try to close the deal by ob-
taming his signature on a membership appli-
cation and planning an early concat. If you
are able to sign two or three during the meet-
ng, make an announcement- -it helps to break

the ice.

Certainly, this will take time. But if
each member in the club is willing too pledge
an hour per week to Hoo-Hoo, we could have
a successful organization.

The Museum Committee had a busy 1990 with several projects and
improvements completed during the year. Some exterior ¿md interior
painting was done with minor repairs clone in the ladies' room. During
the summer, three ceiling fans were bought and installed and have
worked out better than expected, supplementing both the cooling system
(luring the hot weather and also helping with the heating this winter.

Also, twelve inches of fiberglass insulation was blown in the ceiling
of the original building. Next came the storm windows. With a very
expensive cost facing the committee if it became necessary to replace
windows in the older building, as they would have to be made to fit, it
was decided to have Don Stone install storm windows on all the windows
in the original building. This will also save on the utility bills while
protecting the windows.

There being no forum in Perth for the
apparently adversarial parties to meet
and discuss things, there is a distinct
possibility that Hoo-Hoo may be arrang-
ing a further forum or two. President
Alan was heard to make some meaning-
ful mutterings along these lines as the
evening wound up.

a Mt. Lawley based agency which spe-
cializes in placing learning disabled
children into normal, useful employment,
was the guest speaker.
