The purpose of our fraternity is to provide a vehicle for social gatherings, comraderle, and most imper-
tantly, the promotion and enhancement of the forest products industry, both in this country and throughout the
world. This policy has been carried on since the inception of this fratarnity and is implemented through each
member and jurisdiction's participation in community affairs, education, and generally in the promotion of forest
products."

PORTLAND CLUB #47
Portland Hoe-Hoe Club #47, at its November 1992

meeting, featured a guided tour of Wheeler Museum
(Exhibit Building), one of four buildings that comprise the
World Forestry Center in Portland, Oregon. The tour was
led by staff member Pete Kent and was planned in part to
familiarize newly concatenated kittens with the Center
which hosts the club's monthly meetings.

Fittingly, the club holds ita functions at a magnificent
and dramatic monument to wood, the commodity in which
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members deal in their businesses. Wheeler Museum was
the first building to be erected in 1971 as a unit of the
present-day four-building compound that's known interna-
tionally as the World Forestry Center. Funded privately by
members of the forest products industry in the Pacific
Northwest, it was the replacement for the world-famous
Gallery of Trees (Old Forestry Building), destroyed by a
disastrous fire in August 1964. The Gallery had been
constructed as a centerpiece of the 1905 Lewis and Clark
Fair and featured tall columns of giant Douglas fir logs.

Since 1971 three other buildings have been added to
the compound, bringing the total space in the Center to
65,000 square feet. Chronologically, the individual build-
ings added are Cheatham Hall, Miller Hall, and Merlo Hall.
Each structure honors the name of a principal financial
donor and supporter of Center activities.

The World Forestry Center is a world-class, non-profit
educational organization whose facilities are dedicated for
public use and in whose buildings people can learn about
forests and their management and also about forest prod-
ncta and uses through fascinating animated exhibits and
educational programs. Principal "host" of Wheeler Museum
is a spectacular 70-foot tall Talking Tree which explains
how a tree grows.

Other exhibits dramatize the destructive Tillamook
Fires of 1933, 1939, and 1945 and the massive rehabilita.
tion program that reforestad the scorched acres. Also
included in the Museum is a Forestry Hall of Fame featur-
ing biographies of prominent forest industry principals in
the Pacific Northwest. Other exhibits show various forest
products and their uses.

A popular attraction in the Museum is the Forest
Store. It offers unique gifts and items made of western
woods, including myrtle wood, juniper, ponderosa pine, and
redwood. Books, calendars, stuffed animals, food items and
jewelry items are related to the flora and fauna of Pacific
Coast forests.

Newest building in the compound is Harry A. Merlo
Hall which houses the World Forestry Institute, serving as
a database and informational clearinghouse for interna-
tional forestry. Portland Club #47 usually holds its monthly
meetings in either Cheatham Hall or Miller Hall, each of
which has facilities and class rooms for public educational
programs.

All the halls feature the use of wood products exter-
nally and internally. Laminated and trussed beams support
the massive roof sections. Interior paneling includes many
western species, such as Douglas Fir, western hemlock,
Sitka spruce, white fir, western red cedar and ponderosa
pine. The halls are widely used for weddings, receptions,
forest industry meetings and seminars and touring exhibits,
such as one by the Smithsonian on World Rain Forests.

The Center also manages the 7O-acre Magness Tree
Farm, a second-growth forest in which management
methods are demonstrated through workshops and tours.

The November meeting also marked a significant
moment in the history of Club #47. Fifteen new kittens
were concatenated, making this induction by far the largest

number of new members ever concatenated. "Growing
recognition of the benefits derived from networking with
fellow lumber persons, particularly under current economic
stresses, has stimulated intense interest in our 100-year-old
group," declared club president Mike Holm. The following
