Obituary,

"“The tragic death of Capt. L. J. Best, by his own hands,
which occurred at his home ut Bearden, Ark., on May 5, has
been widely chronicled in the lumber papers, Capt. Best
was one of the earliest members in Hoo-Hoo, baviug been
initiated at Comden, Ark., May 8, 1892, He was born at
Salona, Clinton County, I’n.. December 30, 1845, Removing
to Mitchell County, Kan., in 1866, he engaged in mercantile
pursuits for several years. He was quite active in the poli-
tics of that State, and held oftice at Beloit, Kan,, from 1871
to 1878. Capt. Best enguged in the lumber business in 1872,
at Cameron, Ark,, under the firm name of Cameron & Dest,
Returning to Knnsas in 1885, he engaged in banking at Be-
loit for severn) years, In 1888 he returned to Arkansas, and
engaged in the lumber business at Bearden, where he organ-
ized the Cotton Belt Lumber Compuny, of which company
he was the President. at the time of his death.

The following comment wpon the death of Capt. Best il
the cloquent tribute to his character are from the * North-
western Lumberman,” of Chiengo. To this comment we ap-
pend also a tribute from the pen of Mr. W. [, Ewnrt:

The almost exact similarity between the method in his
case and that by which his brother (J. R. Best) ended his
life in St. Louis, nbont a yenr ago, shows n connection he-
tween these two acts which is more than a coincidence.
There was between these brothers n wonderful attachment.
‘They loved one anotherwith that, depthofaffection which enn
only be felt by men whe are strong-hearted, as sympathetice
18 women, and having natures in which no selfishness ean
enter. The death of J. R, Best certainly had a most de-
pressing effect upon Capt. T. J. Best. Not only was there
hetween them that tenderness which wns more than broth-
erly, but there was a feeling in the hreast of Capt, L. T,
Rest, that he might have been the innocent cnuse of his
brother's death. After the terrible cyclone of May 27, the
event which was the disturbing cause of J. R. Best’s mental
and physienl infirmities, it was felt by his family and his
friends that he must be watched over for fenr that some
tragedy would result in his weakness. In this emergency
Cupt. L. J. Best eame up from Benrden and offered his ns-
sistance and sympnthy. To him J. R. Best looked for com-
fort and support in his affliction. The stricken brother ap-
penled to be allowed to return to Bearden with him, saying
that. he helieved n short time of rest at the mill would do
him good. Gently bnt firmly this request was refused, in
the belief that the sufferer would find more comfort. and
more rest at his home and surrounded hy his family. The
terrible tragedy resulted, and it was an indicution of the
deeply tender and sympathetic nature of Capt. T. J. Best
that he took on himself the blnme for that event, in the be-

lief that the trdp to the mil), for which his brother pleaded,
might huve turned his mind from his troubles and saved his
life. So deep was his grief that he was not able to attend
the funeral of his brother, nor could he ever afterwards hear
his nume mentioned without his heart swelling and his eyes
becoming moist with tears. Tt cannot be donbted that that
terrible event, and the belief that perhaps he might have
prevented it, unsettled his mind and rendered him {rre-
sponsible.

in disposition Capt. Best was kindly and just toward all.

His friends were all who knew him, and his enemies were
none. In the various yellow pine lumber meetings which
he attended his counsel was sought, and his opinion was
looked upon ns being always sound und based upon absolute
knowledge. As 2 busincss man he \was successtul, and
there were no tinancial problems confrenting him other
than such as come to all men in busiress. In his home re-
lations he was especlally happy. He hnd recently built a
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comfortable home near the mill, and he hod brought. his
wife and daughter there from his former home in Topeka,
in order that they might be with him at all times. When it
was noticed that. the death of his brother had weighed him
down with grief, it was the loving wife and danghter who
laoked after his comfort and attempted to bring to him
that soluee which would be us a balm to his disordered
mind,  Their tender core and attention, however, went for
naught, and fié suceeeded in ending his life with the sume
instrument which had eaused the death of his brother,

There is in this death something more than ordinurily
pathetie, Death s always a source of grief to friends and
relatives, It is donbly so when it results from n man's own
act. Hut when it seems that one man offers himself a sne-
rifice for another, when e seems to have offered himself ns
an atonement for o possible fault committed, if at all, in the
goodness of his heart, then the affiction beeomes n certain-
ty, and the deepest and tenderest sympathy for his stricken
family is too small for more than n passing comfort.

To the Serivenoter: The tragic death of Capt. L, J, Nest
by his own hand, in 0 moment when the reason was he-
trayed and confused, is too sad and sorrowful for words.
In the presence of such an awful fact, the silent. throb of an
aching heart is the most. cloquent utterance. ‘Tears of sin-
cere sorrow will fill the eye of every one who knew the
sterling worth and cheerful friendship of * Lou ™ lest, ns
he was known among his closest. friends.

No one ever looked into his honest eye and doubted that
the soul of honor dwelt. within, Ile was one of * nature's
noblemen.””  Large-hearted, high-minded, cordial, sineere,
he was o true and worthy friend. “ With but enough of
wenkness to bind him to humanity,” he was possessed in
high degree of the sterling virtues which charncterize the
noblest munhood—nobility of soul which can neither per-
ish nor fail of its reward. His memory will be fondly yet
sadly cherished.  "Tenrs alone enn speak his farewell,

Mr. J, T. Greene died at his home at Fond du Lae, Wis,,
Monday, May 3. We have not been advised of the particu-
lurs of his death, though n brother at Fond du Lac las
kindly sent a copy of a local paper containing full partien-
lars of his funeral.

Jesse Toby (ireene hecnme n Hon-Han at. Fond du Tne on
April 27, 1894, He was horn at Rochester, N, Y., March 17,
1840. He removed at nn enrly age to Fond du Lae, where,
with the exception of three years spent nt Memphis, where
hie was in the United States Government employ during the
Intter yeurs of the war, his entire life was spent. At the
time of his death Mr. Greene was a partner in the firm of
Greene & Korrer. He was quite prominent in polities, he-
ing n stuuneh Republican, e held the office of postmnster
at Fond du Lac from 1890 to 1894, e wus a man of sterling
worth and very popular. He wus a member of the Elks
Lodge, Roysl Arcanum, and several other orders,

The full pnrticulars of his funeral are taken from a loeal
paper:

Sublimely eloquent were the words of Rev. Joseph Mil-
burn, Wednesday, when he consigned to the tomb the re-
mains of his bosom frlend, the late Tumes T. Greene, Gio-
riously beautiful were the billows of rare flowers, which
were bestowed as tributes of n never censing friendship and
brotherly love on the casket of a departed citizen and a man
prominent in public life. Expressively deep is the sympa-
thy which attends the bereaved in this their snd hour of
afiliction, and wide is the broach that is caused by the death
of Junes T. Greene. The funeral services took place at 1
o'clock P.M., and were very largely attended. In his ad-
dress Rev., Milburn referred more to the warm personel at-
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tachment that had existed between himself and the de-
censed; how he loved and honored the departed beenuse of

his most sincere and thorough hatred of hypocrisy and
cant, whether in a minister or layman. Mis dissertation on

death was most eloquent. e dealt with its varions phases,
giving specinl attention to the dark and light sides. His
was 1. most beautiful eulogy on the life of the decensed, and
his words touched every heart. The flornl display was very
fine. Among the pieces was o crown of amilax, roses, and
cullag, the emblem of the Royal Arcanum, Tastily arranged
in the picee were the ctters, V. M, C, R A, 200" Anoth-
er picce was the pillow given by the Elks, The only design
thereon was “I, P, O, B.”" very prettily worked in rarest
flowers, A wreath ond cross, with the words, “At Rest.*”
wus noticenble among the many offerings. There were va-
rious houquets of roses, palms, and eallas, and the ensket
was fairly buried beneath these tokens of respect, An ex-
ceedingly large number of sympathizing friends followed
the remains to their lnst resting place at Rienzl. The Fond
du Lae Lodge B, P, 0. Elks led the cortege, followed by n
large delegution of the Royal Arcanum lodge members,
All of the members of the lodges wore the funera) badges
of their respeetive ocders.

Pay It Now.

The second notice for dues has now been mailed to all
members who did not respond to the first call.  There were
in the neighborhood of two thousand of these second no-
tices, and the responses to them are surprisingly slow. It
looks as though there will be niore than one thousand men
delinquent for current year's dues. The Constitution pro-
vides that the third notjce shall be registered, and unless
the number of those who have not paid is materinlly re-
dueed within the next few wecks the cost to the Order of
registering the third notice will be something enormous.

This Is an erroncous idea. 1t is as casy to send a check for
ninety-nine cents as for any other aniount. The Seriveno-
ter has arranged with the bank here to aceept all these
checks on deposit, irrespeetive of where they come from,
without charge for collection. Your private check cnn Le
handled without inconvenience or expense. If you are n
member who has not a receipt for his eurrent yenr's dues,
you ure strenuously urged to mail in your check, If you
have no private bank fccount, and are away from the firm
with which you are connected, it is still an ensy matter to
attend to. Step into the nearest business house, turn over
to the bookkeeper or any member thercof one dollar in
ceurrency, and ask him to write you u check for that amount.
Any firm will comply with such o request. 1t is much more
desirable, of course, that you send n check or money order
or express order than to eend curreney. Since the present
officer took charge there have been but four complaints of
not receiving credit for money sent. In every case but one
the money alleged to have been sent was in currency. Con-
sidering that something like twenty-five per cent of the re-
mittances have been in currency, unregistered, this loss is
very trifling; and In at least two of the cases mentioned the
member expresses himself as not absolutely certain that he
made the remittance. It You ave not situnted so as to gt
any other form of remittance, send the currency along.
There is some chance of its being lost, it is trae, but we
have to take chances on most things in this life. The
whole tenor of this article is to call the immediate atten-
tion of every member to this matter of dues. If you are
nat. certain that you have pald current year’s dues, remit it
quickly, The Order cannot afford to spend: twelve or fif-
teen cents on each man to get his dues. Tn case you send a
