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The Kaasas City Carnival,

As a Hoo-Hoo town, Kansas City stands right up at the
head of the proccssion. The biggest concatenation ever
held occurred there, when fifty-niae initiates were shown
the mysteries of Hoo-Hoo. The parade duiing the recent
cornivai was In keeping with the reputation of the Kansns
City members, who, not content with nincty-nine horse-
men, hustied around and procured an elephant. The huge
animal added a touch of dignity and gencral eciat to the
purade, and prescnted a spectacle nnequaled in the anuala
of the Order. The foliowing breezy description of the
affair is from the pen of Brother Harry A. Gorsuch:

*This year, for the first time,
City took part in the annual carnival parade. The caroival
pugeant is nlwa’yl the best attractioa of the fail festivais,
and that of this year, given on Thursday, Octoher 5, is
considered by ali the most entertaining crer given here,
and that the Hoo-Hoo division received a fnil sbare of the
utn’ttcntion and applause of the spectators goes withont ques-

* It was decided to take port in the parade on September
21, only two weeks beforehand, and it required some tall
hustling to get things in shape to make a creditable ap-
pearnnee. The Kansaa City kittens, however, have a knae
of pusbing things throu&; with a rush when they get
started, and the Finaneec Committee, which was one of the
first appointed, soon had the necessary funds raised. The
Fioat Committee had little time to do its share of the work,
but managed to have three floats buiit in time for the
parade, and these floats contrihuted largely toward mak-
ing not only the Hoo-Hoo division, but the entire g:mde.
a success, the consenans of opinion of the thonsands who
witnessed it being that the Hoo-Hoo divisiou, with its
unique representation, nnd the Chinese division, with its
Oricutaj features imported from China for the oecasion,
were by far the best portioaa of the procession.

** It was thought that it would be a hard matier to get
enough mounted Hoo-Hoo at such short notice to make nny
showing, but the boys entered into the thingowlth the
proper spirit, and there were in the neighborhood of
ninety-nine Hoo-Hoo in line. The Float Committee had u
su:’,prise up its sleeve which was h?mn at the last minute,
and which made one of the big hits of the day. This sur-
prise was a large elephant that was harnessed to the Black
Cat float, and the combination was great. The elephnnt
was secured for the oceasion from tbe Midway in connce-

tion with the Strcet Expositiop, which was in” progress nt.

The owner of the beast asked a good, stiff price
for him, bat the commlttee wouid have paid twice as much
in order to secure him.

*“ The 1loo-Hoo division was the third, and occupied cne
of the hest posiiions in the line. It was in charge of Grand

the Hoo-Hoo of Kansas

Marshal B. Arthur Johnson, assisted by W. E. Barns,
Charles S. Keith, and other aids, and moved In the foliow-
ing order: Band of thirty pieces; mounted Hoo-Hoo; Hoo-
Hoo in carringes; three floats. The band was a dream—
or, rather, a nightmare. Its members, who were ‘eally
good musicinus, and played inspiriag music along the lina
of march, were dressed to represent the natives of our new
possessions, the Philippine Islands. They wore black
tights with red hreech clouts, Their faces were blackened
nnd their ears and noses adorned with huge ri and
this particular band was assigned to the Hoo-Hoo divisiou
on account of its unique appearance, although every other
division in the parade wanted the ‘ Filipino Band.' Next
came a column of sixty Hoo-Hoo, four abreast, mounted
on biack horses, all wearing the regulation black gown
with cat in front, aud white yachting cap with black band,
such as has been worn by the deiegates at the last two or
three Annuals. Foilowing the borscmen were Hoo-Hoo in
carriages, and then came the floats, The first was simply
a large platform draped in biack, with nine cats painted
on cach side. On this float, which was supposed to repre-
sent a_ concatenation, were nine Hoo-Hoo masked anil
gowned, surroundiug two lively colored boys, supposed to
be candidates. They were hoodwinked, and were given
quite an initiation, being made to sing, dnnee, ca T, and
box some forly or fifty rounds, in the course of which cach
one wns knocked out several times. This float furnlshed
great amusement for tbe spectators, who insisted on hav-
ing the * candidates’ hammer cach other with the gloves
ali along the line of march, giving them little rest, and
they were pretty tired when it was over, and earned their
money, * The Hoo-Hoo wanted to find a couple of gennine
candidates to put through in the rroccssion. but no one
volunteered to go through the ordeal. -

* Foliowing the Initiation flont was the Biack Cnt, druwa
by the elephant. This wns a monstrous-looking creature
some fourteea feet high, with a hump such as no selt-
respecting eat would dare to wear. Its tail wins curled
intoa *9” and was lashed to its baek, as it was found that,
it left ltandlng up in the nsuni manner, it would oscillata
too much, hesldes coming In-eontaet with trolley wircs.

Its mouth was wide open and ilaming red, and its appear-

ance would startle the bravest en o dark night. This float
was the most original thing iu the whole parade, and if
there had been any prizes offered for originality it would
have taken thc first. The elephant conducted himself
decorously and was an objeet of wonder and delight to the
children.” This float and its steed were attended by a body-
guard of mounted Hoo-Hoo, who, with the assistance of
mounted police, kept the crowd from getting too near.

*The third and inst float, in honer of tbe Ogirinn Ciois-
ter, was a weli-got-up representation of a sphinx head,
nine feet high, painted dark gray in imitation of old stone.
Quite a large number of people who saw it, and who had
no spenking aequaintance with sphinxea, were at a loss to
know just what it did represent, but it served its purposc
just the same.” - - . )
