RECIPE FOR MONTH –Baked Lobster Tails with garlic butter 
 

Ingredients 
 

  4 lobster tails – smaller (Woolworths occasionally has canadian tails  
                                       @ $7.50/each) 
  5 cloves garlic, minced 
  ¼ cup grated parmesan + more for serving 
  Juice of 1 lemon 
  1 tsp Italian seasoning or touch salt & pepper 
  6 tbsp melted butter 
 

Instructions 
 

1. Preheat oven to 180°C. In a medium bowl, mix garlic, parmesan, 
Italian seasoning, and melted butter and season with salt. 

2. Using sharp scissors, cut the clear skin off the lobster and 
generously brush the lobster tails with the garlic butter seasoning. 

3. Place the lobster tails on a baking sheet lined with parchment and 
bale the lobster tails for 15 minutes or 1½ min/oz.  The lobster 
meat inside will be firm and opaque.  Internal temperature should 
read 60 to 65 degrees C.
