The Union had negotiated improved redundancy
provisions. At its peak the site employed hundreds of workers and was one of Australia’s
largest sawmills. Many employees had over 35 years of service. A claimed reason was a
falling order book. There has been an upturn overall in our industry and the redundant
employees might find employment on several sites.

One might assume that the old Gambier Pine site at Sturt Street in Mount Gambier will also
be sold.
