{ have been a member of many secret orders for tlhe past
thirty years, aud almost all of them have a fund for the
reliof of sick and distressed members. We tuke, for exan-
ple, the Odd Fellows. The order provides that every mem-
ber, in case of sickness, shall be paid a certuin suny euch
week, no matter what his circumstances are, as long us he
remuins sick. If he should be a man of meuns and does
not need the benefit, he is at liberty to donate the amount
paid him back into the treasury of the lodge. So in our
Order there may be many among 'us that are in such cir-
cumstances that if we meet with an injury or have'a long
spell of sickness we would not require any assistance; but
there are many in our Order who have nothing outside of
thelr salary, and oftentimes have a family dependent upon
them for support; and when an aceident occurs or they ure
tuken down sick, their salary stops, and o few weeks find
them in waut for the simple necessities of life, and a fund
of this kind can bring them relief. Of course in the estab-
lishment of a fund of this kind we need not call it * charity
fund,’ but apply s different name that. will not sound so
unplensant to our ears. We might call it *rolief fuud’ or
‘ emergency fund; * and then when a call is made upon 03
for.some worthy ‘brother, it would not be so embarrassing
to us who gave or to him who received. .1 am in favar.ot
estublishing this fund on the same basls as given by our
bréther in the March issuc of ‘ The Bulletin:* contribute
to the fund when called for, and make alodn 1o the brothér
in need; and when he is able again to follow his usual occu-
patlon, pay this loan back as it would. sult lils.convenleice;
and if he should never be able to_pay it back, we would
