Along with most other American industry, manu-
facturers of wood products face a bleak and uncer-
tain 1975.

Lack of mortgage money and inflation in general
have combined to force housing, the wood industry’s
principal market, to bear most of the brunt. The
lack of demand, and resultant decline in wholegale
prices, have put some producers in the position of
paying more for their raw material than they can
realize in sale of finished products.

Losses like that can’t be made up in volume.

Some industry experts see at least a modest up-
turn in housing activity by mid-year. No matter
when it actually comes, there seems little doubt that
eventually pent-up demand for new homes will once
again restore activity to a level considerably higher
than today.

One way to insure that the wood will be available
to meet that increased demand, when it comes, is
to make sure the public knows that we can have the
wood products we need and still have the other
benefits of our forests if we practice good forest
management.

This has been one of the key objectives of an
industry-wide communications program first launch-
ed in 1972 under the banner of the Forest Industries
Council. The FIC is a coordinating body composed
of the officers of several national trade associations
in the forest products industry. American Forest
Institute, a member of the FIC, is the primary im-
plementing organization for the FIC communica-
tions Program.

To date, the program has been funded almost
entirely by manufacturers of both paper and solid
wood products. However, many dealers and distrib-
utors have participated through the use of materials
developed as part of the program.

Plans and formulas are being developed now to
enable more on the distribution side of the industry
to participate more fully in the funding of the pro-
gram.

The Program’s overall objective is to be sure that
our efforts are continually aimed toward creating a
favorable public opinion necessary to achieve favor-
able government or marketplace action with re-
spect to the industry’s position. In other words, there
simply has to be a payoff that means something to
the industry.

The whole reference to getting off the defense and
shifting to the offense is largely taken from the lexi-
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con of footbhall. So let's carry the analogy a step
further: All the fancy plays developed, no matter
how well executed, whether by individual or team
effort, mean nothing if the ball doesn’t cross the
goal line.

Seizing the offensive during 1975 means, instead
of just talking about planting and growing trees,
we're going to spend more time talking about cut-
ting them down. Because cutting trees down, and
utilizing the fiber to make useful and profitable
products is the ballgame. Planting and growing
trees occupies a great deal of justified attention.
But, if when trees are ready to harvest, the public
won’t let us have them, we haven't won after all—
despite the fancy plays.

Advertising is the most visible and direct aspect
of our program. It's also the most expensive. But
for reaching the large number of people we want,
with the messages we want, it turns out to be just
about the most efficient communications tool. AFI's
current “Green Paper” campaign has been running
in TIME magazine every other week since the end
of April, 1974, reaching approximately 12.5 million
people with each message. The ads have told readers
that America is not running out of trees and show
how industry shares its lands. This campaign will
continue into 1975.

Readership studies show the ads are being read
and believed. In fact, the first measurement of the
campaign’s persuasiveness indicated a strong shift
in attitude toward our position. We’ll continue to
measure the campaign's effectiveness to be sure we
stay on the right track.

We have and will continue to consider other publi-
cations for AFI's advertising messages and we are
not locked into the national edition for every ad.

A number of companies and associations have
helped to extend the effectiveness of the campaign
by ordering reprints of the ads for placement in local
community or plant publications, for distribution
to employees and community leaders and for posting
on bulletin boards.

Educational materials also reach a large audience.
And, to many, young people are our most important
audience. They will certainly have a great deal to
say about what happens to the trees we're planting
and growing now when they’re ready to harvest in
20 or 30 years.

But to break into the education systems, materials

must fit within the established curricula. We've been
working with educators and industry people to de-
velop materials that do fit within curriculum plan-
ning and we’ve had some good success.

Now, we've moved one step further. In a joint
project with the state environmental curriculum
directors of thirteen western states, we have develop-
ed a program called, “Project Learning Tree.” Ba-
sically, this is a guide to integrating material on
forest and forest products into classroom programs
for kindergarten through the twelth grade.

This doesn't mean forestry will be taught to a
bunch of second graders. What it does mean is that
a second grade teacher planning a science unit will
know what materials are available to interject for-
estry into the unit. It will also make suggestions to
help lighten the teacher’s preparation role—and that
will increase the chance of getting our material
into the classrooms.

Like many of the rest of AFI's programs, this one
will need heavy doses of industry participation: In
terms of material, in terms of time and in some cases,
in terms of supporting funds. What we learn from
testing the program in the West will be evaluated
and translated so that it can be used in other re-
gions of the country. We expect to make real progress
along this line during 1975.

Also during 1975, AFI will continue the develop-
ment of new materials for classroom use such as the
filmstrips and teaching units we already have.

Publicity is one aspect of a communications pro-
gram that usually gets a bad rap. This is probably
because when we think of publicity, we think of show
business and fakery. But publicity is an extremely
effective way to get our story told.

During 1974, AFI began a series of regionalized
newspaper clipsheets for use by industry comuni-
cators. These were camera-ready sheets containing
approximately seven stories each on some aspect
of forest management. In each case, the stories
were first released nationally in a different format,
then distributed by people throughout the industry
to local daily and weekly papers. The results of our
clipping service show that industry communicators
have really done their job.

Placing materials, such as public service spots
and news tapes, on radio and television stations
has also been a good example of teamwork between
the AFI staff in Washington and industry com-
municators in the field. The material is produced
in Washington. But it does no good unless someone
is willing to knock on a radio or television station
door and ask that it be used. This has been happen-
ing with increasing frequency over the past year
and AFI will continue to develop new materials to
make the job easier.

Tours of woodlands and manufacturing plants
have blossomed from five in 1971 to fifteen in 1974.
In addition to news executives and reporters, these
tour groups now include congressional staffs, out-
door activists and community leaders.

In its earliest days, AFI was more closely associ-
ated with the Tree Farm program than any other

activity. This program was started in 1941 to help
stimulate interest among private woodland owners
in doing a better job of managing their forests for
repeated tree crops.

In establishing the Forest Industries Council
Communications Program, it was decided that
restoration of the American Tree Farm System was
a high priority item. The system had to be put back
in good shape before we could talk about it.

Therefore, the second largest increment of funds,
after advertising, went into the Tree Farm reinspec-
tion program. We now kmow that the 31,000 plus
tree farms listed in our files represent 31,000 exam-
ples of good forest management of privately-owned
forest and woodlands.

One ad in this year's TIME campaign described
how a tree farmer in Maine, managed his 264 acres.
This resulted in scores of inquiries, some of which
have already begun the process-of qualifying for
Tree Farm certification.

During 1975, we will continue to promote the pro-
gram by placing some special advertising aimed
specifically at recruiting Tree Farmers and other
funds are being allocateed to help state tree farm
committees create additional favorable publicity.

Some other new materials that are on the drawing
board for 1975 include a new booklet to replace our
basic consumer literature piece, “Forests USA.”
Our plan is to convert “Forests USA” into a less
expensive fact sheet so that it can be distributed
even more broadly.

In cooperation with the American Revolution Bi-
centennial Administration, AFI has produced a
tree planting kit, “Trees From the Natiéms History.”
It is designed to inform the American public about
the important role trees and the products made
from wood played throughout our nation’s history.
We're currently working out distribution details
for this kit.

There are other new projects in the works but that
gives you a general idea of the directions AFI will
be taking.

Our efforts to help you help us multiply the ef-
fects of the program will accelerate during 1975,
capitalizing even more on the regionalization trend.

AFI's guide to better press relations for non-
communicators, “Telling the Story,” will be kept
in supply and will be joined by similar publications
aimed at working with teachers and employees. We
are going to develop some speeches for use by in-
dustry executives that relate to the various issues
of topical interest.

As we look forward to 1975 and 1976, we on the
AFI staff hope you share our anticipation that taking
the offense in telling industry’s story will move us
even closer to a solid public understanding and
appreciation of what we’re trying to do.

Pacific Northwest
Is Growing Fast

Pacific Northwest Forest In-
dustry brought over $5 billion into
Oregon and Washington for the
first time in 1973, according to
W. D. Hagenstein, Executive Vice
President, Industrial Forestry
Association.

The forestry official said that
forest production in 1973 was up
to $5.8 billion—a $1'4 billion
jump over 1972, “This is clear
evidence that forest products is
this Region’s biggest business
and is growing just like the trees
on which it is based,” Hagenstein
said. He noted that the Industry
is heavily dependent on the hous-
ing market which has weakened
in the past few months because
of unavailability and cost of mort-
gage money. “But the annual
value of forest products and the
jobs and payrolls they provide
to the Pacific Northwest have
been increasing steadily over the
past decade,” he said.

Hagenstein said the Forest In-
dustry paid more than $1.7 billion
in wages in 1973 in the two states
—$973 million in Oregon and $764
million in Washington. “This
represents a $171 million increase
ovef the previous year,” he em-
phasized. The forester added that
the Industry directly employed
163,308 persons in 1973, an in-
crease of 6,246 over 1972, and di-
rectly supported 1,665,741 people
—45 percent of Oregon’s popula-
tion and 21 percent of Washing-

ton s.

Lumber again was the Region’s
most valuable commodity, with a
total value of $2.1 billion. Pulp
and paper ran a strong second
with $1.4 billion. Plywood was
third with $1.1 billion.

IFA has reported Northwest
Forest Industry statistics and
economic data annually for 26
years. “The 1973 report stands
as the all-time record,” Hagen-
stein concluded.

FHS Holds
27th Annual

The Forest History Society held
its 27th annual meeting in Seattle,
Washington on August 29 in con-
junction with the annual meeting
of the Pacific Coast Branch of the
American Historical Association.
Highlights of the meeting, pre-
sided over by newly-elected Pres-
ident Frank H. Kaufert, included
presentation of bronze and wood
plaques to three new Fellows of
the Society, announcement of the
Forest History Society’s third an-
nual writing awards, and a session
of papers read to an audience of
historians and Society members.

The newly-elected Fellows are
Henry Schmitz (posthumously),
one of the founding fathers of the
Forest History Society; Harvey
R. MacMillan of MacMillan
Bloedel, Limited, Canada; and
George A. Garratt, Dean Emeritus
of the Yale University School of
Forestry and outgoing president
of the Forest History Society. All
were cited for outstanding con-
tributions to forest history at the
President’s Banquet held at the
Washington Athletic Club. En-

graved and handsomely mounted
plagues were accepted by Mrs.
Melba Schmitz on behalf of her
late husband, by Mrs. Gordon
Southam on behalf of her father,
H.R. MacMillan, who was unable
to attend, and by George Garratt.
The featured speaker of the even-
ing banquet was Henry Clepper,
well-known author and forest his-
torian.

Winners of the Forest History
Society’s third annual article
awards are historians Susan L.
Flader, University of Missouri,
and Thomas R. Cox, San Diego
State University. The awards were
announced and presented by
Elwood R. Maunder, executive
director of the Society, following
luncheon at the University of
Washington. Dr. Flader accepted
the Frederick K. Weyerhaeuser
Award and a check for $250 for
her article “Thinking Like a
Mountain: A Biographical Study
of Aldo Leopold,” which appeared
in the April 1973 issue of Forest
History. “‘Conservation by Sub-
terfuge: Robert W. Sawyer and
the Birth of the Oregon State
Parks,” published in the January
issue of the Pacific Northwest
Quarterly, won the Theodore C.
Blegen Award and a check for
$250 for Dr. Cox. Associate editor
Emily E. Johnson accepted a
framed citation awarded to the
Pacific Northwest Quarterly for
publishing Cox’s article. Guest
speaker at the luncheon was
Charles E. Cuningham, editor-in
-chief of the University of Wash-
ington Press.

An audience of 75 members of
the American Historical Associa-
tion and the Forest History So-
ciety heard papers presented by
historians Thomas Cox and Susan
Flader at a morning paper session
on the University of Washington
campus. The session was chaired
by Donald C. Swain, vice chan-
cellor of academic affairs at the
University of California at Davis.
Commentators were Harold K.
Steen, associate director of the
Forest History Society, & Thom-
as Gedosch, associate editor of
the Territorial Papers Project at
the National Archives. Presenta-
tion of the papers and commen-
taries was followed by a lively
question-and-answer period in-
volving members of the audience.

The trophy
remains in the possession of the winning club during
the Hoo-Hoo year. The club to whom the award is
made will be responsible for delivering the trophy
at the next convention. .

The Snark of the Universe will appoint a special
committee as judges for the award. All clubs are
invited to participate.

RULES GOVERNING CLUB TROPHY AWARD

1. The club may submit evidence covering all
wood promotion projects adopted by the club, in-
cluding National Forest Products Week.

2. The entrant club will make its presentation to
the judges and the convention. Tangible evidence
of the project(s) must be submitted by the club dele-
gate, who must be conversant with the project from
start to finish as he may be interviewed by the judges.
This evidence may consist of newspaper clippings,
photos, scrap books, samples, or display material.
A slide projector will be available.

3. Each participating club must submit a written
outline of the wood promotion project(s) to con-
tain the following: (a) A description of the proj-
ect(s); (b) State the goal of the project(s); (c) Tell
of the method of operation; (d) Specify the relative
proportion of financial and/or manpower support
from cooperating organizations; and (e) Statement
of the results.

4. DO NOT SEND CLUB CONTEST MA-
TERIALS TO THE INTERNATIONAL Hoo-Hoo
OFFICE. The Club delegate is responsible for all
contest materials, and to provide the LOG & TALLY
magazine with a complete story for publication.
The delegate may ship the materials, addressed to
himself, in care of the convention hotel, marked
“hold for arrival on September _,19 _."

5. Decision of the judges will be final. A club is
eligible to be awarded the trophy in two or more
consecutive years. In the absence of an acceptable
club presentation, at the discréetion of the judges
the trophy may be retained in the International
Headquarters for one year. In addition to the trophy,
certificates will be presented to the clubs placing
first, second and third. No judge shall be appointed
who is a member of a club making a competitive
presentation.

6. Hoo-Hoo Club wishing to make a presentation
for the trophy are requested to advise the Interna-
tional Office by letter prior to August 20th of each
year.

7. Each of the following facits of the wood pro-
motion project shall be rated by each judge, inde-
pendently of the others, on a scale of 1 thru 10 for
letters C and D and 1 thru 5 for letters A, B, E, &
F, 10 being the best.

A - Accomplishment based on size of club.
B - Involvement of members.

C - Immediate effect on the community.
D - Lasting effect on the community.

E - Written presentation.

F - Oral presentation.

Section 2. BOARD OF
DIRECTORS—Nomination and
election of the Snark of the Uni-
verse, ot her corporate officers and
members of the Supreme Nine.

(a) The Snark of the Universe,
the 1st Vice-President, the 2nd
Vice-President and the Secretary/
Treasurer shall be elected annually
by a majority of the votes cast at
the Annual Conventions.

(b) The Snark of the Universe
shall be elected from the mem-
bership-at-large without regard
to Jurisdiction but with the re-
quirement that to be eligible for
office he shall at some time have
served as a member of the Supreme
Nine.

(c) The 1st Vice-President shall
be elected from the membership-
at-large without regard to Juris-
diction but with the requirement
that to be eliglbe for the office he
shall at some time have served as
a member of the Supreme Nine.

(d) The 2nd Vice President must
be at all times a member of the
Supreme Nine and shall be elected
by a majority of the votes cast at
the Annual Conventions.

(e) The Secretary/Treasurer
shall be elected annually from the
membership-at-large without re-
gard to Jurisdiction but with the
requirement that to be eligible
for the office the member must be
in good standing.

(f) At each Annual Convention,
the Snark of the Universe shall
appoint a Nominating Committee
of Nine Members, each represent-
ing one of the Nine Jurisdictions.

The Nominating Committee shall
give impartial hearings to reports
of any and all delegates and indi-
viduals to ascertain their prefer-
ences and wishes as to candidates
for the offices of Snark of the Uni-
verse, lst Vice-President, 2nd
Vice-President, Secretary/Trea-
surer and for all the officers of the
Supreme Nine as elected by each

Jurisdiction. After due considera-

tion, said committee shall recom-
mend and nominate members to
fill the wvacancies; one member
for Snark of the Universe, one
member for 1st Vice-President
one member for Secretary/Trea-
surer and one member from the
remaining Supreme Nine members
and new Supreme Nine members
for 2nd-Vice-President. Any mem-
ber shall have the privilege of
placing an opposing candidate in
nominations for any of the said
offices prior to the vote.

(g) There shall be one member
from each of the Nine Jurisdica-
tions serving on the Supreme Nine,
(Board of Directors). He shall be
a member of a club in, or reside
in, the Jurisdiction he represents.
A member of the Supreme Nine
shall be elected at an Annual Con-
vention by a majority of the votes
cast by the authorized delegates
(see Article IV) from th@ Juris-
diction in which that member
resides. Where a Jurisdiction has
proposed more than one candidate
for the office, that Jurisdiction
will meet in Caucus under the
chairmanship of the member of
the Nominating Committee for
that Jurisdiction and elect one
member to be presented to the
Convention as their Supreme Nine
representative. KEach Supreme
Nine member shall be elected for
a term of two (2) years. Even num-
bered Jurisdictions (2-4-6-8) will
elect their representative in the
years ending in an even number.
Odd numbered Jurisdictions (1-
3-5-7-9) will elect their representa-
tives in the years ending in an odd
number. All positions on the Su-
preme Nine are of equal rank.

(h) The outgoing President shall
be appointed Chairman of the
Board. His duties shall be to serve
as a Director with full voting
rights, to assist the President, and
to act as an overseer of the affairs
of the Order.

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Retention Equals Recruiting as a Factor in Membership Growth

Without denying that new members are the life-
blood of an association, old ones constitute the flesh
and bones. “Every member get a member” is a tested
formula for survival, but ‘“Every member keep a
member” is just as important. Ask any retailer,
service station, bus company—even physician or
church. Without the “regulars,” continued effec-
tiveness would be difficult, if not impossible.

Growth and retention are keywords to success.
Amid pressures for the first, we must not forget the
second. To paraphrase the maxim, an association
is known by the members it keeps. The test is easy
to pass if everyone does his bit. Here are some ways
you can help:

Watch for signs of dropping out. Recurring ab-
sence from meetings is diagnostic, as the naturalists
say. It indicates waning interest in the group and
its activities—sometimes triggered by dissatis-
faction with the way things are going. Some poten-
tial dropouts call attention to themselves by criticiz-
ing, griping and oral flareups. When you see this
happening, tell the officers, who could well be un-
aware. With your help, they can forestall a break.

Help the “loners’ get involved. Some members
belong for years without volunteering for committee
service or accepting minor responsibility—and after
long passivity, they simply fade away. Fears of
being rejected or of failing on the job may have
locked their lips, rather than pure modesty or being
“too busy” to help. One cure for such a member is
to have him named to a committee, preferably one
on which you serve. Go to him personally with the
news and tell him you need his help. Follow through
by getting him to meetings and seeing that he par-
ticipates.

There are general ways, too, in which members
can -help with retention. They include: 1. Getting
all you can from belonging, because enthusiasm is
infectious, and some of it bound to rub off. 2. Be
vocal about the benefits: word of mouth is the most
convincing advertisement. 3. Extend yourself at
meetings: cheery greetings, easy conversation and
willingness to swap ideas help our association’s
image as a friendly organization. They also demon-
strate anew that fellowship is a payoff as well as a
privilege.

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What's In a Name?

Hoo-Hoo Name Change—
Contemplated Many Times But Always Fails at a Vote

Ed Note: At the 1974 Conven-
tion in Minneapolis, Minnesota,
there was considerable discussion
about changing the name of our
Order. Everyone thought the idea
had been dropped because there
was so much opposition to chang-
ing the name, but it has been
brought to a head by a newspaper
article which appeared in the
Rochester, Minnesota newspaper
following an interview by a reporter
from that paper and Eric Canton,
President of the Twin Cities Club
#12.

Mr. Canton made copies of the
article and sent it to all the officers
and members of the Supreme Nine
for their information. This prompt-
ed a flow of letters across the con-
tinent which is continuing long
after our deadline for this issue of
Log & Tally.

The newspaper article is quoted
in its entirety in the letter adjacent
to this article. (See ''Putnam
Burns'’).

Herewith is a sampling of the
letters received by this office. All
of the letters have been “‘con’’ and
none “‘pro’’.

Putnam Burns

Dear Cliff:

I am writing this letter in re-
sponse to an article which ap-
peared in the Rochester (Min-
nestoa) Post Bulletin Saturday,
December Tth, 1974.

The Article

Who the Hoo Hoo?
They Are Serious,
Woodn’t You Know

‘A very serious group of forestry
industry representatives are meet-
ing in Rochester this weekend,
the International Order of Hoo-
Hoo.”

“Now a name like that doesn’t
project serious subjects like mort-
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gage interest rates or the loss of
forest land to other purposes,
though that is what, among other
things, the group is discussing.”

“The group is trying to shift to
another, more dignified, label,
according to Eric Canton, Twin
Cities chapter president who will
chair the meeting at Holiday
Inn South.”

“The oddball name, he said,
originated in 1894, and was orig-
inally a fun organization for the
industry. The purpose of the group
became more serious, he said,
but the name didn’t.”

“They are now calling the group
the Forest Industry Fraternity, a
more dignified label. But some-
where in the meeting announce-
ments, Canton says, there still
has to be a mention of the Hoo-
Hoo title.”

“For many, that's the only name
that's recognized for the group.”

Please note the Date December
7th. This reminds me of a most
tragic sneak attack which occurred
33 years ago on December 7th,
that started a terrible war. I con-
sider the above article a sneak
attack, and I am ready for all-out
war to the end.

The above article states in
paragraph three that ‘“‘the group
is trying to shift to another, more
dignified label” (brother, don’t
consider me part of that group!)
The article also states that the
oddball name originated in 1894,
That’s not true. The fine name of
Hoo-Hoo originated in 1892. The
name was created by Bolling
Arthur Johnson, Hoo-Hoo #2,
Rameses #1. [ suggest you all
read the brochure ‘“Whence Came
Hoo-Hoo" . Copies can be obtained
from the International Office.
Read carefully the Hoo-Hoo Code
of Ethics written by the late Char-
les D. LeMaster L.-29727, Rameses
#29, and Past Seer of the House
of Ancients.

The International Order of
Hoo-Hoo is a Fraternal Order of
Lumbermen, I repeat—a Frater-

nal Order of Lumbermen. Stated
in the by-laws of Hoo-Hoo, Article
I. Section 2, paragraph (a) “to
provide a common ground of fra-
ternal fellowship on which male
members from all branches of the
Lumber and Forest Products In-
dustry may associate and through
which may be developed these
essential principles of mutual
welfare: Friendship, Confidence
and Education.”

[ have had the privilege of trav-
elling throughout Canada and
the United States visiting various
Hoo-Hoo clubs. I have had nu-
merous speaking engagements on
behalf of Hoo-Hoo, to groups
other than Hoo-Hoo groups, and
not once have I experienced any
shame or embarrassment with
the name Hoo-Hoo. In fact, quite
the opposite. I have been proud
to represent Hoo-Hoo and its
members.

In closing I respectfully suggest
that any Hoo-Hoo member that
is ashamed of our organization
or its name, should withdraw as a
member immediately and join
some other organization with a
name more suitable to his dignity.

are on the wvarious executives.
The name Hoo-Hoo is known here
in the community and govern-
ment circles and is respected. Our
members appreciate the social
fraternalism that they have that
does not exist in the other organi-
zations they work with. Other
clubs in Canada and the U.S.A.
have the same experience. Their
members work in and through
other industry groups.

You know that the various In-
ternational executives have for
many years strongly encouraged
the local clubs to evolve and be-
come involved in promoting our
industry. Sadly, the silent major-
ity—until someone upsets their
own personal view of things—
interpret the original purpose of
our Order too literally. Article 2
on page 1 states that *“...the gen-
eral purpose of this corporation
shall be to advance, practice, and
encourage education, science
and benevolence among its mem-
bers and to promote the health,
happiness and long life of its
members...””. Times change sure
enough but many, if not most of
our clubs, still practice this
“closed door” philosophy.

If we keep hammering away for
a more aggressive role to be play-
ed in our industry by our Order
then perhaps we will win enough
support for it to have a strong
International voice such as your
club has locally. This is not the
picture today. Internationally we
are still primarily a social frater-
nalism and before any acceptance
could be found for a name that
our Order could consider adopting
that may be more suitable for this
new role, we would first have to
gain the support of these “closed
door” clubs. Most do not see the
need for a change in name because
they do not recognize the need
for a change in what motivates
our Order.

As I have noted, many clubs like
Toronto have been successful with
both a serious role in the com-
munity and the name Hoo-Hoo.
Other clubs will insist on retaining
their original concept of a frater-
nity and will leave the promotion
of our industry to others.

Because of Toronto’s experience

™~
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I personally find no need for a
name change—only a greater
emphasis on the identification of
our Order in promoting what I
feel is a new and more worthwhile
purpose—an involvement outside
the membership. Perhaps when
we can convince these other clubs
of the value of this kind of in-
volvement we can look for Hoo-
Hoo to be a strong national and
International spokesman for our
industry.

Minutes of Int’l
Meeting 11-9-74

Kansas City, MO.

Board of Directors Meeting—
November 9th, 1974 — Crown
Center Hotel, Kansas City, Mis-
souri.

The meeting was called to order
at 8:29 AM by President David B.
Marteney, L-65075.

The Executive Secretary was
asked to read the minutes of the
Board of Directors Meeting on
September 15th, 1974 at the An-
nual Convention in Detroit, Mich-
igan. The minutes were accepted
as read.

The Executive Secretary then
read the minutes of the Board of
Directors Meeting of September
19th, and they were also accepted
as read except that those present
were to include the name of Ram-
eses #56, John G. Hickey, 60300.

A discussion of by-laws changes
followed which were proposed by
the Committee on Legislation
and Good of the Order at the De-
toit Convention. A motion was
made, seconded and carried that
the offices of Secretary and Trea-
surer be combined into one.

There was a discussion on the
matter of discrimination—not
allowing females into the Inter-
national Order. The Committee
on Legislation had previously
given a lot of thought to this
matter, but it was generally agreed
that the by-laws clearly state
that the Order is open to males
only. However, a motion was
made, seconded and carried to

change Article II, Section 9,
paragraph (a), to read: “Any
individual who cannot qualify

thus striking the word
“male”. This will leave the clubs
an opportunity to accept females
as associate members.

A motion was made, seconded
and carried to create a new office,
ie, that of 2nd Vice President,
except that the 2nd vice president
must be a member of the Supreme
Nine; to serve the office of a su-
preme nine member and 2nd vice
president concurrently.

A motion was made seconded
and carried to grant Lifetime
Membership to all Hoo-Hoo mem-
bers who have been members of
the International Order for 50
years or more.

A motion was made, seconded
and carried to reduce the minimum
age requirements for membership
in the International Order to 18
vears. The motion was carried,
but there was on dissenting vote,
that of Eugene Zanck 68162.

Then followed a discussion on
new rules for judging in the wood
promotion trophy competition
at each convention. It was gener-
ally agreed that they should be
changed, and Laurn R. Champ
was assigned the task of revamp-
ing the rules. The Executive
Secretary was assigned the task
of designing a paper award certi-
ficate for 2nd, and 3rd place on
the trophy award competition.

A motion was made, seconded
and carried that the International
Annual dues be increased to $11.99.
There was only one dissenting
vote, that of Eugene Zanck 68162.

The Executive Secretary was
assigned the task of pursuing the
possibility of having some plaques
displaying the Order’s Code of
Ethics similar to the ones that
were given to each convention
registrant at Detroit in 1974.

Gene Zanck was appointed a
committee of one to investigate
the possibility of Hoo-Hoo pro-
moting logging competition
between community colleges
throughout the U.S. and Canada.

The meeting was adjourned at
4:29P.M.
