MEMO FROM
THE SNARK

As of writing. mid-December, 1 am pleased to report that our
paid membership is between 4 and 5 percent above last year. This
does not necessarily mean that our numbers are swelling at a faster
rate. lt could be that we are collecting dues more efficiently,
however I live in hopes. and I am certainly encouraged by our
current status.

We have not been in a heuer position for some time, to achieve
our desired 10% increase.Keep up the good work!!! Someone
out there is really trying.

Your international officers should have been in touch with
you by now. and hopefully have something to report on the 5-On-1
membership and retention program. and the participation in the
projects we have undertaken this year.

The above programs are intended to help clubs who do not
have any systematic membership program. or who do not have
any industry rlated projects. Many clubs already do an excellent
job. Many clubs do nothing at all. and it is to these clubs that we
direct these suggestions.

Boston concatenated 34 kittens last year. They immediately
implemented what could be called a version of the 5-On- I Pro-
gram. Rameses Jack Jacobson introduced to them. a system where
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I kitten is elected Keeper of the Scroll. the Scroll usually be-
ing a roll of good quality toilet paper. on which are inscribed the

names of the other kittens. who accompanied him through the onion
patch. He is then responsible for contacting the other kittens before

each meetiñg to ensure or encourage their attendance. The results

were as follows . . . during Boston's pin presentation ceremony in
May this year (6 months after concat) 26 or 28 were on hand to
receive their pins. and of the 8 members of the concat team this

year. 7 were kittens last year and were deputized by the 'Keeper"
to help call others during the year. I understand that the Keeper
ofthe Scroll is also considered for a position on the board, follow-

ing a successful year of duty.
I attended both concats, and as it was a pleasure and a change,

to see guys who were introduced to our order in a way that only
Boston can orchestrate. be in attendance a year later. as enthusiastic
and contributing members.

Praise must certainly go to the Boston Club's officers and
board, for their encouragement and implementation of the
"Keeper" policy.

If you have suffered a high attrition rate of kittens, perhaps
this could be your answer. and also takes the burden off the club
officers, at least as far as keeping kittens. A committee to contact
existing members who haven't been seen for a while, is also
important.

I want to again raise the subject of considering permanent
secretary/treasurers. You don't need to be a genius to process the
necessary paperwork, to run a club and prepare returns to H.H.!.,
but there are certain qualities that are absolutely necessary, to do
a good job. This position should be taken out of the stepping stone
process ofattaining presidency of the club. lt is impossible to elect
a new Sec./Treas. every year, and expect good results. Please,
please consider appointing a reliable, conscientious and organized
person and keeping him. Sometimes there are older members,
perhaps retired, who, in the case of smaller clubs would take on
the job in return for covering his annual dues and meetings, meals
etc. . and with larger clubs (who for the most part. became a larger
club because of the dedication of a few permanent enthusiasts),
paying a salary. or reimbursing in some suitable manner.

Billy Tarpley. your executive Secty./Treas. . will be bald one
day, as a direct result of good intentioned, newly elected S/T's,
who, when they finally grasp the situation, will hand the job off
to some equally good intentioned, but unfortunately inept new guy.
lt's tough to knock guys who are volunteers and trying to do their
best, but brothers, I believe that this problem causes 30 to 40%
of our membership problems.

Have you heard the story of the guy who joined in January
and was still asking for his pin in October? You usually hear about
it as you are fining him $1 for not wearing it!!!, or the guy who
was dunned by H.H.I. after Dec. 9th, for dues he paid his club
in September. Really makes for good p.r. and has accounted for
many a disgruntled ex-Hoo-Hoo members.

Temperate Hardwoods
The next plant community which is

encountered on the subject property is that
rf th Tmnerate Hadwoods. Emerging

Mixed Hardwoods
The mixed hardwood community is

located on the U.S. I frontage and along
the western halfoithe north property line.
At these frontage areas a thick growth of
wild grape vine covers the canopy. Under
these vines is a dense saw palmetto thicket
with a canopy ofmyrtle oak and wax myr-
tie. Both the myrtle oaks and wax myrtles
seem to be adversely affected by the dense
coverage of wild grape.

Further into the mixed hardwood
community the wax myrtle and myrtle oaks
become more abundant and red bays are
observed. Bracken fern. swamp fern and
cinnamon fern are also noted as associate
understory plants.

from the dense saw palmetto understory oí'

the mixed hardwood into the fern
dominated Temperate Hardwood corn-
munity is spectacular. A mixture of swamp
fern. cinnamon fern. and bracken fern
dominate the understory . Sparse groupings
of saw palmetto are scattered about under
the dense canopy of sweet gum and red
bay. Two landmark trees are grouping.

Mixed Wetland Hardwoods
Further into the site is a large area ol

mixed wetland hardwoods. This communi-
ty. like the temperate hardwoods. i
characterized by a canopy of sweet gun
and red bay. but it also includes red maple.
mockernut hickory. sweet bay. lobloll)

bay. and a greater number of cabbage
palm. The understory vegetation and
hydric soils truly define the 'wetland"
classification ofthis area. The understory
is comprised of swamp fern. royal fern,
Virginia chain fern. netted chain fern,
Jack-in-the Pulpit. lizard tail. and

duck-potato.
The soil in this community is very

moist. This condition is due to the high
water table. not from periodic inunduation
by the Indian River lagoon. The existing
vegetation is specifIc to freshwater
wetlands.

Tropical Hardwoods
A very small community of tropical

hardwoods is found on the southern boun-
dary of the property near the shoreline. lt
is dominated by gumbo limbo and also
contains wild coffee. marlberry, and
