And although visitor numbers have
become almost equal in winter and sum-
mer, there is a big difference in the spend-
ing patterns. Paul Clark, a soft-spoken
Scotsman, is manager of market research
for the WRA. “Winter is still the biggest
market: visitors spend more. Winter visi-
tors generate $400 million a year, com-
pared with $100 million generated in
summer.” The main reason is that 600,000
winter visitors translate into 1.3 million
skier visits. In other words, winter visitors
stay longer and pay more: winter hotel
rates are higher, skiing is more expensive
than hiking, and skiing is becoming more
of a destination activity. “What the resort
is looking for now,” says Clark, “are
increasing numbers of destination visitors
in summer, for people who will, for exam-
ple, have golf weeks at Whistler.”

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Hoo-Hoo History ...

Every little while comes a story of a cat that sets people wondering and
discussing about the animal that is the center of more interest and superstition
than any other.

Twice in April 1927, at widely separated points, a cat was a saver of life.
In New York a cat aroused a sleeping family in a gas-filled apartment and

saved eight lives. In a burning home near the Pacific a family cat, a loved
pet, aroused the mother, who got her family of six children out of the
house, which was completely consumed.
The New York cat perished and was found later lying under the
dining room table.

Many newspapers editorially noted the two events and some

moralized on the legends about the cat and its nine lives which

have survived the biting frosts of long, long centuries.

We know, now, that in Egypt, long centuries before Christ was born, the cat
was worshiped as one of the manifestations of the Godhead. In common with other
animals, reptiles, fish, saurians, and even insects, it had a place in their divinities.

In that district when a temple cat died, the priests and inhabitants shaved their
eyebrows and put on signs of mourning. If the house of an Egyptian caught fire one
of the first things to be salvaged was the household cat, and Herodotus comments

"It is not known whether the Egyptians
first ascribed to the cat the legend of its
nine lives. The first written reference to
this is in the writeup of Ancient India, in

Pilpay’s (or Bidpay's) Pancha Tantra,
popular in the East 2000 years ago."

upon this fact.

John Bunyan, in Pilgrim's Progress, says, "As they say,
as many lives as a cat."

It is not known whether the Egyptians first ascribed to
the cat the legend of its nine lives. The first written refer-
ence to this is in the writeup of Ancient India, in Pilpay’s (or
Bidpay's) Pancha Tantra, popular in the East 2000 years ago.

In the third of the fables in that volume the author says
"It has been the providence of nature to endow the cat with
nine lives instead of one."

The Cat in India

It is singular that in India they should have circulated this saying while at the

same time they refrained from protecting the cat. Over and again India was swept

with plague. In Egypt men sought to save the cat’s life and so, largely free from the
plagues of rats that carried disease in India, reaped the benefits in general freedom

from plague.

The priests of Egypt, among the great scholars of antiquity, deliberately
formed the preservation of and veneration for the cat.

The marmot and the rat were the plague spreaders and the disseminators of
fleas and so Egypt found that it paid to care for the cat. Too poor to provide abun-
dance of food for the cat, it was compelled to forage and so kept down the rodents.

Unlike the dog, which is affectionate and companionable, giving a deep
affection and a demonstrative expression of it, the cat reveals little of loyal affection
and its green or blue or yellow eyes seem to hold only mystery and a large wisdom,
except in moments of anger when they blaze with unearthly fire.

Shakespeare’s line holds the picture of that predatory fire:

"The cat with eyes of burning coal

Now crouches 'fore the mouse’s hole."

In the witchcraft days it was popularly held that the witch sometimes took
the form of the cat and in some records of witch trials, cats were held as
depraved as the witches owning them.

Believing that the cat had nine lives, those seeking to extermi-
nate witchcraft went to ingenious lengths to be sure that every one
of its nine lives should be destroyed.

That serious belief dies. We know the
cat as a selfcontained pet, polite if pampered,
but in the main aloof and indifferent, and
doubtless this is the psychological basis of
the popularity of the cat with elderly spin-
sters.

Under the English laws it has been
impossible 'til now to leave fortunes for the
maintenance of pet cats as has often been
done in the United States.

No Such Thing as a Cat

A cat in the eyes of the English law has no
existence as an entity. It could neither inherit nor
bequeath, could not be lost, stolen or strayed; could not even commit trespass because, in
law, there is no such thing as a cat.

In the eighth and ninth century, however, the cat was held in high regard in the old
land.

In the reign of Hywel Dda (Howell the Good), who was King of Wales in 910 to 950
A.D., laws were enacted that established the value and status of the cat, which had been
introduced by Roman officers but had not been widely
propagated. King Hywel fixed the price of a kitten just born
