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¢ The Queen City of the Plains, from her throne, at the
feet of our country’s sky-piercing peaks, brings her greet-
ings to you. The concatenations of your present earnival
are being wafted to her ears, and move her to extend to
you an ecarnest and cordial invitation to accept her hospi-
talities when you meet in 1899.

‘¢ 1t is meet that, after having your feet in the waters
of an inland sea, you should journey to the land of sunshine
and ozone, there to bathe your brains in the invigomting
ruroundings that inspire and refresh the tired, turgid intel-
lects of men.

“*“ Come to the city for which the god of day wears a
perpetual smile, and night is radiant with Luna’s sheen
and the sparkling eyes of her children, the stars; come
where the mosquitoes never present a bill, and halrless cra-
niums finl rest from tantalizing flies; come to Denver,
whose gates were long ago removed from their hinges, and
no signs warn weary feet to * keep off the grass.’

“‘“In honor of your coming, the mayor, with all his
lynx-cyed guardians of sleep, will relax their vigils, and you
may indulge in a united and prolonged howl, * with none to
molest or make you afraid.’ ’

“‘“When you have concluded the solemn cercmonies .

that call you together, then will be unfolded to your eyes
the wonders of the universe., You shall drink waters medi-
cated in nature's laboratory, waters that search through
all the highways and alleys of the body for the elusive
microbe, and, finding him, annihilate him. .

*** You shall see where the sword of the Almighty cleft
n continent from crest to umbilicus; and when your days
with ns are ended, you will begin the journcy to your
homes, wives, and sweethearts with Denver's welcome a
song and sweet memory in your minds forever.”

**The courtesy of the press is invoked for the purpose
of informing the public of the character of the Order, to
the end that a proper effort may be made for the entertain-
ment of the convention, in nccord with the reputation of
Denver and Colorado for hospitality and good fellowship.

**“'he Order has n membership of nearly 7,000, the total
membership being limited to 9,900, and is a social Order of
the lumbermen of the United States. The membership,
however, is extended to kindred trades and employments.
In addition to those engaged in the manufacture and sale
of lumber, railronds may be represented by general freight
agents, general passenger agents, and rurchnslng, commer-
cial, traveling, sollciting, and contracting ngents; the pub-
lishers of newspapers devoted to the lumber trade; sawmill
machinery men engnged in the manufacture of sawmill
and planing mill machinery.

The clipping Brother Jones sends is printed below, and
is about the richest thing we ever saw in the way of “abso-
lutely correct” information. Where do you reckon he got

the iden of that cap with nine talls? Also, we thought we

could count up as high as three, anyway, But the way
this man makes Mr. Brown's name read after he gives him
a sample Hoo-Hoo name throws us all off. Maybe there
are so many Browns over there they do not count that n
name. The writer attempted to explain too much and
splattered himself on the wall. Still, in u stumbling sort
of way, he did get some things pretty carrect, and wo per-
ceive a hazy conception of the true intent of 1oo-lloo in
the harrowing picture he draws of the teaveling man who
is compelied to Sunday away from home:

“ H00-HOO.
“THERE ARE ONLY THREE IN ENGLAND,

“Tn America, owing to the large tracts of country which
you huve to cover, it ix often impossible for a business man
to get home on Suturday night nnd spend Sundny with his
wife and family. He frequently finds himself stranded at
some hotel in the West, or maybe halfway across the conti-
nent,

“As he siis in ihe coffee rouvm, he looks round to see if
perchance there is any one there wearing n button corre-
sponding to the one he has in his own cont, If the Fates
are against him, he spends a lonely evening and retires
early to bed; but if he is lucky enough to match his button,
he quickly traternizes with his fellow.
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“There are an enormous number of hutton clubs, or
seeret societies, in the United States.. Almost everyhody
helongs 1o one or more of them, and a man wha has no_but-
fon to display is not thought very much of. They are par-
tieularly rife in all Amerien's many colleges.  Most of these
are known by letters of the Greek nlphabet. At the time
of the Spanish-American War the manufacturers of buttons
for the different socictics did a roaring trade. They were
turned out in every conreivable shape and color, and it was
considered to be patriotic to wear as many as possible of
them. When the news of an Ameriean victory came to
hand, a aew button was at once made to celebrate it.

“All the trades and professions in the States have their
own seeret soclelies, in which people of the same ocenpn-
tion nre enrolled. The Freemasonry in conneetion with
these is of n very elaborate character, and the most strin-
gent preeautions are ndopled to prevent the signs and prac-
tices from becoming known to outsiders, Ench society hay
its own system, which is quite distinet from those em-
ployed hy other communities, and the penaltics attached to
communicating information nhout its proceedings nre very
severe,

“ One of the lnrgeat of these secret sacietics is the Moo-
lloo, a soclety connected with the building, thmber, and
allied trades, which numbers about six (housand members,
There are belonging to thix society three Englishmen, who,
in consequence of numerous husiness transnctions on the
other side of the Atlantic in the timber trade, huve been
initinted into itn mysterics.

*The writer, it may he ns well to say ul onee, is not one
of these three members, nor did he obtain his information
from them. What he has written may be relied upon as
heing absolutely correet in every detail, but he declines to
state its source.

“The henddnarters of the Hoo-TToo socicty are at Nash.
ville, in Tennessee, one of the Southern Siates, 1t meets
onee every year at nine o'clock on the ninth day of the
ninth month—in other words, September 9.

* Every member who attends this meeting wears an cle-
gant cap with nive taily to it. of which every one is ex-
tremely proud,

“A peculiar rule In connee’ion with the society is that
nny one joining it is obliged to have three names, and if
the new member's parents were stingy in this dircetion,
and he happens only to be blessed by two, or, as it ofttimes
huppens, with only one, he is presented. with one or more
seerel nnnes to make up the necessary number. All gorts
of fancy names are given, * Washington * heing a great
favorite. Thus, if Mr, Thomas Henry Brown is desirous of
joining the society, his nnme will nppear on the list of mem-
bers as Mr. Thomus Henry Washington Brown.

“When 1 member wishes to communiceate with another
member upon anything of a confidentinl nature, he will
only sign his name by a number. A list of all the mem-
bers, with their corresponding wumbers, is supplied to each
member of the sociely, and o member who receives a letter
by post only signed by o number has to turn to his key be-
fore he ia able to send a reply to it. Thean lists are noty-
rally kept very enrefully nnder lock and key, to avoid their
folling into alien hands. As the membera—ns hae been
pointed out above—nl! belong more or less to the same
trade, numerous business Inquiries are made by this
method; and the letters belng merely signed by numbers,
absolute secrecy i in this way maintained.”
