The Missouri Stpreme Court has revoked the writ of ouster

issued agannst a number of lumber firms, convicted of violating
the State anti-trust laws. The fines and ouster was entered
several months ago, after what the lumber companies claim
was an ex-parte trial. Their contention that they were not
represented, and that the Writs were issued after an investiga.
tion by the Attorney General's office lias not been denied.

Thus i5 tardy justice done a number of St. Louis firms,
whose officers declare that the law had never been violated in
any way. The ouster resulted from charges that the Missourifirms were raiciiibers of the Yellow Pine Association, and thatprices vere arbitrarily fixed for all dealers. Whether or not
this lie true, tue action of the Supreme Court in modifying the
original order, indicates that even that notably severe body
felt that an injustice had been clone the defendants.

'flic action of the State court has saved an appeal to the
U;iitcil States Supreme Court, on the hart of the ousted coni-
panics. A3 a result, it is not unlikely that several companies
which moved to iIlinos, after the court's decree was published,

a point below the demand. It only takes a very limited reduc-
tioii iii volume to change a market from a very weak condition

With, the greatest winter wheat crop in the history of the
country, practically assured, aiidthe coni crop giving every
indication of an abiindantyield; with the farmers in the North-
west aiid Middle \Vcst practically out of debt, money in the
banks ; high prices for agricultural prôduce, there is every con-
dition favorable (or a fairly tood demand for lumber this fall
and winter. The railroads have of necessity in sonic cases
kept their purchases down to bed rock, but in order to move
their trains successfully over their lineo and transport the
normal freight offering, they vihl be forced to make lumber
purchases withinthie near future, a fact vliichi will make itself
felt perceptibly in the increased volume of trade.

. 'Fhe hiimbernieii have the remedy in their own hands.- Cür-
tailinent is not only an economic necessity but is in a larger
sense a moral responsibility which the business owes to itself.
No industry has a right to continue indefinitely selling its
product below the cost of production. lt not only robs the
Operato, but Lue c otnmunity,

There is no law that can step in andrestrain an industry
from saving itself from elestriictjón. As Lincoln said: "The
way to resuene spcci payment is to resumé." The way to
increase demand, influence prices and set the industry on its
feet is through curtailment.

A voluntary movement shouldbe immediatelyundertaken in
each section to carry: forward a systeniatic reduction of the
outputfor the next sixty days, commencing Julyfirst.

The San Francisco Lumbermen's Club has already taken
the initiative an the advocacy of this movement. The loggers
will generally carry forward a cessation of operations for a
time after the tirst of July, to allow the market to catch its
breath,
