Now Up to Membership to Say Whether It Shall Be Main-
tained or Not—All Who Have Spoken Say It Must
Be, But a Big Majority Remain Silent.

Contributions continue to come in every day in re-
sponse Lo the Secand Call—heing replenishment eall No. 1
for the Hoo-Hoo Deat)) Emergency Fund. The volume of
Inoney now received dally, however, is small. Without feel-
Ing any disappointment whatever, The Bulletin had ex-
pected a somewhat more brompt response to thig Second
Call. ‘1t had expected an almost immediate response to
the call from the almost 4,000 ‘men who responded {o the
Frst Call, Had they come in it would have meant from
these men alone a fund of $8,000. It looks 1ie there would
have been at least 1,000 new men to come I on this
Second Call. It is evident that many men have to have
& malter like this called to their attention more than once
it anything like prompiness is to he expected.

It was expected on the First Call that a little persistence
would he necessary, as the whole proposition was new to
everybody, but on these replenishment callg certainly it
will be a great disapopintment if any system of dunning
Is to be resorted to. Nothing ltke that wag contemplatea
in the begiuning, and the plan provides no fund for col-
lecting the money further than the printing and postage
Incident (o getting out the formal notice. The sending of
this single notice and lts reproduction fn The Bulletin
ought to he amply suffleient. By this time the membey-
ship is fully familiay with the proposition, ang knows
whether it wants the fund maintained or not. In the
Judgment of The Bulletin the membership certalnly does
want the fund maintaineq, The only trouble ig the pro-
crastination that besets us all In a matter like this,

ARTICLE IX.—~AMENDMENTS.

Section 1, This Constitutlon may
be amended by a threo-fourths vote of
the represented membership of the
Order as provided in Article VI hereot
at any Hoo-Hoo Annual,

By-Laws.

1. In the absence of the Snark
from any Hoo-Hoo Annual, his place
shall be taken by tho next officer In
rank who s present. In case of tem-
porary vacancy in any position, the
acting Snark shall have power to tem-
porarily Qll such vacancy.

2. The Scrivenoter shall be cus-
todian of the funds of the Order, and
ghall givo bond satistactory to the Su-
preme Nine in the sum of flve thousand
dollars ($6,000), the cost of sald hond
belng defrayed by the Order. He shall
pay out moneys only on vouchers coun-
teralgned by the Snark and Senfor Hoo-
Hoo. Ho shall recefve an annual salary
of twenly-five -hundred dollars ($2,600),

.and be allowed necossary oxpense for -
the proper conduct of. his ofiice.

3. .Tho "nccounts and disburse-
ments of the Scrivenoter shall be .an-
nually-audited within nine days of each
approaching - Annual by a competent
accountant appolinted by the Snark for
that purpode; and ‘tho ecerlified  report
of such auditor shall accompany the
annual report of the Scrivenoter.

He shall re-
mit ninety dollars ($90) for ench hon-
orary. member, and twenty-three dol-
lars and thirty-four ‘cents ($28.24) for
each life member obligated under Sec-
tions 8 and 9 of Article III of our Con-
stitution.: He shall also remit the bal-
ance of funds recefved at any concate-
nation  which has not been expended
in the necessary expenses of the con-
catenation, ‘rendering a' detafled ac- :
