To facilitate that effort, I will be providing an
outlined membership campaign to the Supreme Nines; they
will, in turn, share this plan with your club.

Basically, I see that the declining numbers can be
turned around with focused action in three areas--Retaining
current members; Reinstating members who have dropped;
and Recruiting new members. The membership campaign
your Supreme Nine will bring to you will revolve around
these three R's.

Hoo-Hoo in J-1V has fared far better than our industry
has over the past year. | am more than delighted with our
membership when one considers the vast numbers who
have lost their jobs as a result of the downturn in the
Australian economy. We started this year with 1112
members and finished with 1060, a net loss of 4.7%. | have
been associated with our industry for over 40 years and
have never seen anything that resembles the market
conditions we are living with today, so all one can say is
that it shows the strength of Hoo-Hoo in our country. The
clubs with real gain this year are Auckland 248, up 37% and
Perth 240, up 17%. Congratulations to these clubs for a
great effort. As mentioned before, Burnie Club 272 is
performing very nicely, we unfortunately have not been able
to get other new clubs under way. The starters are Lesch-
enciultia (Bunbury W.A. area) one in Victoria (Bairnsdale)
and one in New Zealand, but I believe these clubs can be up
and running when we see some improvement in the econ-
omy. People are very reluctant to commit themselves when
there are so many uncertainties around, and I don't blame
them.

I have visited the following clubs during the year: five
visits to Launceston; two visits to Hobart, Melbourne,
Sydney, and Perth; and one visit to Burnie, Adelaide, North
East Victoria, Canberra, Manjimup, Geyserland, Southern
Club, Brisbane, Mt. Gambier, Ballarat, and Newcastle: plus
a joint meeting of Launceston and Hobart for a total of 26
meetings.
