ILLEGALWASTE DUMPING IN FORESTS.
Illegal waste dumping was featured in the Border Watch on July 31%. Photos gave cover of a
massive problem for forest owners of a problem which has increased significantly. Asbestos,
green waste vehicles set on fire, syringes, toxic wastes massive amounts of house hold waste
etc. Most seems to be dumped from trailer loads or larger quantities. Costs of cleanup, and
wastes disposal levies at increased cost are being forced on forest owners. The SA State
Minister needs to be contacted to make the state aware of this to seek assistance and support.

RESEARCH BY A LOCAL COMMITTEE AND UNISA.
May 31, the Border Watch announced a study raised by Wattle Range Council, about high
estimations of Forestry water usage and that current forests might not be able to keep water
licenses. A Committee headed by Jim O’Hehir of UNISA, and UNISA will do research
which is about proper science. Modern techniques will be used. ‘Fact and Fiction’ needs to
be sorted out. The project is expected to take up to 3 years. Carbon Credits and real water
usage in precise terms need accurate estimation. technologies such as satellite technology
are one possible resource. Recent Australian articles UNESCO Heritage Commission
dictates where UNESCO World Heritage sites exist eg Naracoorte Caves and the Indigenous
Listing in nearby Victoria. These predicate future land use meeting environment outcomes,
and forestry is encouraged due to carbon uptake, oxygen production, and ‘believed that
carbon sequestration in forests could be produced profitably on more than half of marginal
land’. This is a most important research project and very important fopseur forest industry.
